The c igar  i s  a l so  the  product  o f
such a  r i tua l .  Tobacco leaves ,  which conta in  both

hol iness ,  a re  cons idered sacred by  the  Ta ino nat ives
and are  dr ied  and hung around the i r  necks ,  and are

a lso  en joyab le  and re lax ing .  Today ,  tobacco
products  have los t  the i r  sacredness ,  but  they

cont inue to  ex is t  as  a  need for  luxury  and p leasure .

And yet ,  when you want  p leasure  to  touch your  l i fe ,
c igars  o f fer  you a  tas te  beyond l i fe  wi th  the i r

magni f icent  c reat ion r i tua l .
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
